DIRECTIONS 

From Garden State Pkwy:  Exit 145 to Route 280 West to Exit 
10.  At first traffic light (Northfield Avenue), turn left.  Travel to 
3rd light (Gregory Avenue), turn left.  Continue straight (name 
changes to Wyoming Avenue) to end at South Orange Avenue.  
Turn left.  Travel down hill to first light (North Ridgewood Road), 
turn left.  Travel one block to Mead Street, turn right on it into 
Meadowland Park.  Baird and parking lot are located on left. 
 
From 78 West:  Travel East to Exit 49B Maplewood, merge with 
traffic straight to second light (jughandle).  Cross over Spring-
field Avenue onto Valley Street, travel straight (approximately 3 
miles) to South Orange Avenue, turn left.  Travel west to the first 
light after railroad bridge (North Ridgewood Road), turn right.  
Travel one block to Mead Street, turn right on it into Meadow-
land Park.  Baird and parking lot located on left.

Dreamcatcher Repertory Theatre’s Summer 
Theatre Conservatory is a four-week training 
program for young performers which focuses on 
a different specialty each week. 
 
The STC, held in Dreamcatcher’s residence at 
the Baird Center Theatre in South Orange, is an 
enjoyable way for students aged 10—17 to ex-
plore their interest in the performing arts during 
their summer vacation.  Participants can tailor 
the program to suit their preferences, attending 
the Conservatory for one, two, three or all four 
weeks. 
 
Week 1, the Actors’ Workshop, provides a 
strong foundation for any of the following ses-
sions, focusing on Technique, Scene Study, and 
vocal and physical preparation. 
 
Week 2, the Musical Theatre Workshop, will 
include classes in Acting Technique as well as 
in Musical Theatre dance and singing.  Students 
will use all these skills as they work on selec-
tions from the Broadway repertoire. 
 
Week 3, Writing for the Stage, will guide young 
writers through the process of creating their own 
short playscript.  Collaborating with each other 
and with their instructor, they will each have 
completed a one-act play by week’s end. 
 
Week 4, STC Showcase, will provide students 
with the opportunity to apply their skills in putting 
up a no-frills play that showcases their individual 
talents.  The show will be a collage of scenes, 
poems and other material, found or created, that 
fall under a theme selected by the students. 
 
At Dreamcatcher’s Summer Theatre Conserva-
tory, we believe in having fun while developing 
real skills under the guidance of professionals in 
the field.  Emphasis is placed on individual at-
tention, constructive feedback, and the achieve-
ment of personal goals.

  Any 2 weeks:  $360 (save 10%) 
 
  Any 3 weeks:  $510 (save 15%)

TUITION PAYMENTS:  All tuition payments must be 
received by June 1st.  A late fee of $25 will be 
added for payments received after June 1st.  We 
accept cash, personal checks, business checks 
or money orders.  $30 is charged for any 
bounced checks. 
 
REGISTRATION:  All registrations are processed in 
the order in which they are received, with a dead-
line of June 1st.  All registrations must be accom-
panied by payment; class space is limited, and 
cannot be held without payment.
